STEP INTO READING® Challenge Instructions

1. Prior to introducing the STEP INTO READING® Reading Challenge to the class, 
photocopy* the complete title list enclosed so that every student has a copy. 
This document will serve as their entry form. 

2. Introduce the challenge to your classroom. Explain that this fall they will be 
participating in a reading challenge — the challenge being how many 
STEP INTO READING® books they can read by November 30, 2007. 

3. Distribute the “entry forms” (a.k.a. title list document) so that each student has one. 
4. Review the entry form with the class and explain that each student is being asked

to read as many books on this list as possible. Alternatively, you may choose 
to tell your class only to read Step 1 books or Step 2 books, etc. depending upon 
the grade level you teach. 

5. Instruct the students to check the box next to each title they have read
upon completing the book.

6. Inform the students that the deadline for this contest is November 30, 2007, and at
that time, they must return their entry forms to the teacher so that the class total 
can be tallied. 

7. To acknowledge every child’s participation in this contest, please give each child 
their Certificate for Outstanding Achievement in Reading (provided — please see 
back page) when they hand in their final entry form. 

8. Please use the bottom of this form to state how many books your classroom has read.
9. Please enclose this form, with all of your student entry forms attached, and mail it 

to the address below by: December 15, 2007.
